Petronas Twin Towers
The Petronas Towers, also known as the Petronas Twin Towers or KLCC Twin Towers, are 88-storey supertall skyscrapers in Kuala Lumpur standing at
451.9 meters (1,483 feet). The Petronas Towers are a major landmark of Kuala Lumpur. Without the visit to Petronas Twin Tower, your visit to Kuala
Lumpur won't be meaningful. The main highlights of this tour are the visit to the Sky Bridge on the 41st Floor and the Viewing Deck on the 86th Floor.

National Mosque (Masjid Negara)
Masjid Negara is one of the most distinguished landmarks in the City. It has a unique star-shaped dome and a 73m high minaret. The design of Masjid
Negara combines elements from modern architecture and traditional Islamic art, calligraphy, and ornamentation. Visitors are advised to dress
appropriately when visiting the mosque. Women will be required to wear headscarves.

National Textile Museum
The National Textiles Museum houses a unique collection of clothing, accessories, and textiles. The museum has four main galleries: the Pohon Budi
Gallery, the Pelangi Gallery, the Teluk Berantai Gallery, and the Ratna Sari Gallery.

Central Market Kuala Lumpur
Central Market began life as a wet market in 1888, built by Yap Ah Loy, the city's Chinese Kapitan. It served as a prominent landmark in colonial and
modern-day Kuala Lumpur. When the market continued to expand, a permanent structure was built to house all the vendors. By the 1930s the
structure was further improvised to the current facade. Great place to find crafts, souvenirs,s and ornaments.

Beryl's Chocolate Kingdom
Beryls Chocolate Kingdom is one of the two outlets by Beryls, a famous chocolate brand. Here, there is only one attraction; chocolate. Beryls
produces a wide variety of chocolates, made from the finest selection of Ghana cocoa beans. Visitors will get to sample many types of chocolates for
free and find over 100 types of chocolate variety to purchase as gifts to loved ones back home or simply for self-indulgence. The creativity of Beryls
has resulted in chocolate variants that are available only in Malaysia, such as Chili Chocolate, Durian Chocolate, Green Tea Chocolate, and chocolate
made from various fruits.

✎Sun 15 Sep 2024: KL Tower Atmosphere 360 Revolving Restaurant

✎Mon 16 Sep 2024: Sandakan  
Flights from Kuala Lumpur International Airport to Sandakan Malaysia
Stay at Hotel Sandakan for 1 Night

✎Tue 17 Sep 2024: Sukau Wildlife Safari Shared tour
Early morning, transfer to the airport to board a plane for Sandakan. Meet and greet at the airport and drive for about an hour to Sepilok Orang-Utan
Rehabilitation Centre where orphaned and injured Orang-Utan are brought to Sepilok to be rehabilitated to return and fend for themselves back to
the wild. Sepilok is a primary lowland forest; a fine showcase of Borneo's remaining rainforest. Witness the feeding of Orang-Utan from a platform in
the forest and later watch the 25-minute scheduled video documentary show. Drive for about 2.5 hrs drive through rustic countryside studded with
villages. Take a short boat transfer to Borneo Nature Lodge. Time for orientation, lunch, and check-in. Relax by the river before embarking by boat
upriver at 4:00 PM along Sabah's longest river, Kinabatangan with the opportunity to view wildlife and birds in its virgin rainforest habitat. Search for
some of the primate species including the endemic Proboscis Monkeys as they settle down on treetops. Kinabatangan Wildlife Sanctuary is one of
the best places in Southeast Asia to observe wildlife. Overnight at Borneo Nature Lodge.

✎Wed 18 Sep 2024: Kinabatangan River / Kelenanap Ox - Bow Lake
Wake up to the calls of birds, insects, and animals. At 6:00 AM take a morning cruise up to The Kinabatangan River in search of other wildlife. Return
to the lodge for breakfast. Free at leisure to explore the surrounding areas or nearby villages. In the late afternoon at 4:00 PM, boat cruise along the
river to see many species of flora and fauna of the rainforest and overnight stay at Borneo Nature Lodge.

✎Thu 19 Sep 2024: Borneo Nature Lodge
Early morning take a morning cruise or just stay at the lodge. After breakfast, free at leisure to explore the surrounding areas or nearby village. In the
late afternoon, join another cruise along the river to see many species of flora and fauna of the rainforest and overnight stay at Borneo Nature
Lodge.
Note: Optional tours e.g. Night Cruise, Night Walk & Tree Planting can be arranged at the lodge with minimal rates depending on the weather
condition (Optional night activity starts at 8:00 PM)

✎Fri 20 Sep 2024: Sandakan
After breakfast, check out from Borneo Nature Lodge. Take a short boat transfer to the Lapit jetty and continue the journey back to Sandakan. En
route, stop for lunch at a local restaurant.
At 2:00 PM after lunch proceed for a city tour and explore the various landmarks of Sandakan which may 4 Days Sukau Wildlife Safari Shared Tour
From Sandakan City Hotels
include Central Market, the most amazing variety of fresh seafood and agricultural products, Sim-Sim WaterVillage where houses are all built close to
the water surface while observing the fascinating view of the sea, visit Jih Syh Buddhist Temple which offers a panoramic view of Sandakan Bay
situated on the hilltop of Tanah Merah. After the tour, transfer to the airport for your evening flight to Kota Kinabalu. Upon arrival at Kota Kinabalu
International Airport, meet and greet, and transfer to your hotel.
